degree of program exchange across · 
machine lines. 

With the availability of COBOL, 
users and computer manufaeturers will 
be able to communicate from a com­
mon base of language elements. 

The standard is described in terms 
of a nucleus and seven functional 
processing modules, with both a low 
and a high level standard defined. 
Thus computer manufacturers may 
select a COBOL level appropriate for 
their equipment, and users may request 
a COBOL level sufficient for their 
applications. Because each level of 
the standard is upwards compatible, 
programs may be transferred to differ­
ent computers more easily and the 
recognition of incompatibility made 
more apparent than in pre-standard 
times. 

The Business Equipment Manufac­
turers Association is the sponsor of the 
COBOL standard. Other languages 
previously developed and approved 
as USA Standards in the X3 Series are: 
FORTRAN, X3.9-1966; and Basic FOR· 
TRAN, X3. l 0-1966. 

COBOL has been adopted by the 
U.S. Department of Defense as a De· 
fense Standard. It is anticipated that 
the federal government will also adopt 
COBOL as a Federal Information 
Processing Standard. Three other 
standards in the X3 series have al­
ready been adopted by order. of 
former President Lyndon B. Johnson.
