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The connectivity movement gained momentum during 
the past year, more vendors offering micro-to-mainframe 
links in software, hardware, or combinations of both. Two 
of the largest computer vendors, IBM and Unisys, are 
offering several connectivity products to link their own 
incompatible systems to one another or to systems from 
other vendors. IBM's Systems Application Architecture 
(SAA) is the most ambitious product addressing the con­
nectivity problem to date. Third-party vendors offer a 
great variety of microcomputer-to-host links, most of 
them targeted for the IBM market, and prices are as var­
ied as the products. In this report, we cover products 
consisting of software only, a plug-in conversion card plus 
software, or a standalone converter plus software. If you 
are responsible for managing and/or installing a micro­
computer-to-host connection, are developing a corporate 
information center, or are concerned about the potential 
impact of microcomputers on host data processing, this 
report will help you to select the right micro-to-host com­
munications product. 

WHY MICRO-TO-MAINFRAME? 

The microcomputer has gained acceptance as a tool for 
local data analysis. It should be recognized that it is a tool 
powerful enough to handle fairly sophisticated processing. 
Micro software has evolved to meet the needs of nontechni-

Communications Research Group markets BLAST (Blocked 
Asynchronous Transmission) communications software. 
BLAST links over 60 different microcomputers, minicomput­
ers, and mainframes for error-free file transfer. Any computer 
with BLAST can communicate with any other computer with 
BLAST, using asynchronous modems or directly linked, at 
speeds from 300 to 19,200 bps. 

As the microcomputer becomes the workstation 
of choice in many organizations, users are increas­
ingly concerned with the necessity of access to 
corporate information through microcomputers. 
This report covers a wide variety of products avail­
able to connect a microcomputer or personal com­
puter to a host mainframe or minicomputer. Prod­
ucts covered in this report range from relatively 
inexpensive software packages to more costly 
software/hardware combinations. All of these 
products provide a solution of some degree to the 
connectivity problem-users must choose the so­
lution that best suits their particular situation. 

We have included detailed specifications, in com­
parison column form, of 237 currently available 
micro-to-mainframe link products from 99 
vendors. 

cal managers and is easier to use and more flexible than 
most interactive host packages. The evolution of micro­
computer software, including spreadsheets, graphics pro­
grams, and data base management programs, has helped 
the microcomputer to gain access to information residing 
on the company mainframe, providing a wealth of valuable 
information to managers at the departmental level. It is not 
surprising that many microcomputer users, MIS managers, 
and department managers are beginning to take a second 
look at the relationship between desktop computers and 
mainframes. Even the most advanced microcomputer will 
never displace the corporate mainframe, but increasingly 
the two levels of technology must work together to make 
people more productive. First, however, they must be able 
to communicate. 

There are several reasons to establish a micro-to-main­
frame connection. The primary reason is the obvious need 
for mainframe data. A microcomputer is not efficiently 
used if data must be rekeyed into the system. Operators 
are not able to work with large files, updating of informa­
tion is a laborious task, and time is wasted in unnecessary 
data entry tasks. Additionally, the PC is a personal work­
station, and managers feel that efficiency can be improved 
through the use of the programs typically available on the 
microcomputer. If the data processing department does 
not make this data available, less work will be done, or 
harmful ways will be found to circumvent the system. 
Finally, the microcomputer has become an integral part of 
many organizations. In the early days of the personal 
computer, it entered through the back door, but it has now 
become a standard office tool. It would certainly be coun­
terproductive to prevent efficient use of this tool by block­
ing access to corporate data. 

Mainframe programming languages have been simplified, 
data base management programs have made information t>

t:> easier to maintain, interactive processing has brought ter­
minals to the desks of end users, and information centers 
have taught end users how to access mainframe fIles 
through fourth-generation languages. Progress naturally 
points to the day when a desktop microcomputer will be 
as essential to the motivated corporate manager as the 
telephone is today. Information centers were originally set 
up with the idea of reducing data processing applications 
backlogs by teaching end users the rudiments of data base 
access. Today's information centers are almost invariably 
tied to the acquisition, use, and communications of mi­
crocomputers. 

Although the use of microcomputers is not a panacea for 
mainframe backlog problems, it can provide some relief. 
In this, it is a step beyond mainframe-based end-user 
computing. Files can be accessed through fourth-genera­
tion languages and entire programs can be off-loaded from 
the mainframe to the microcomputer. If a fIle is down­
loaded into a spreadsheet, processing reverts to the micro­
computer, and the mainframe CPU is available for other 
applications. It should be noted that mainframe access 
will probably rise overall as the result of microcomputer 
proliferation. There will simply be more people trying to 
obtain data, and the net result may be a network overload. 
Most requests for processing will, however, be valid and 
will contribute to the overall efficiency of the organiza­
tion. 

MAKING THE RIGHT CONNECTION 

A number of methods are available for establishing a 
micro-to-mainframe connection, the choice depending 
upon and budget constraints. The microcomputer is a 
great communicator in its own right, and its native ASCII 
abilities can be enhanced with appropriate hardware and 
software. 

Terminal emulation is the usual method of establishing 
connections, and IBM 3270 emulation is preferred be­
cause of the widespread use of IBM mainframes and 
bisynchronous or SNA/SDLC communications in major 
corporations. Batch terminals such as the IBM 2780/3780 
or 360/20 HASP have also been selected for some micro-

to-mainframe packages. Less popular formats are also 
available, though not in the same quantities. 

Most micro-to-mainframe connections are established 
through the use of some type of protocol conversion. 
Protocol conversion provides terminal emulation capabil­
ity. It is generally accomplished through the use of an 
external or internal device, such as the popular Irma 
board from DCA. It should be noted that some micro-to­
mainframe products assume that such a device has been 
installed. In general, three different levels of connection 
are available: dumb terminal emulation, intelligent emu­
lation, and integrated micro-to-mainframe processing. 

Simple, or "dumb," terminal emulation works well, but 
does not provide the processing capabilities that most 
microcomputer users envision when they think of gain­
ning access to a mainframe. In this confIguration, the 
microcomputer operates as a terminal-and nothing 
more. No records are stored and no local processing of 
incoming data is possible. 

At the next level, "intelligent" terminal emulation, the 
micro retains information passed to it by the mainframe 
and stores it in fIles for local processing at a later time. 
Local processing is attractive due to the ease of use and 
manipulative power characteristic of spreadsheet pro­
grams. Applications developed for microcomputers are 
still largely limited to the microcomputer environment. 

Further up the scale are more powerful emulation 
schemes which allow the micro to sift through data called 
from the mainframe, sorting it into a form that is readily 
usable by the microcomputer program that will be used, 
before storing it in a fIle for local processing. In some 
powerful connection products, the mainframe actually 
handles all sorting, providing more efficient use of re­
sources and improved access times. 

The cost of establishing a connection is directly related to 
its sophistication, so determining an appropriate level of 
communications can yield considerable cost savings. 

APPLICATIONS 

When a micro-to-mainframe connection is needed, a care­
ful study should be made of how it will be used. The 
connection will introduce a new level of complexity into 
the data processing environment; it can be costly and can 
compromise the security of the corporate data base. The 
need, therefore, must be strong, and detailed planning, 
which includes all involved users, is essential. 

The major advantage to using a microcomputer, as per­
ceived by users, is the ability to perform financial analysis 
on an ad hoc basis. The electronic spreadsheet is the tool 
which made microcomputer usage popular, and it is still 
the primary tool used to manipulate information on these 
systems. Data used in spreadsheet analysis is generally 
resident on the mainframe data base. Microcomputer us-
ers must fInd a way to download that data electronically, t> 
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t> or must rekey it themselves. As spreadsheets grow in size 
and complexity, manual data entry becomes increasingly 
unattractive. This problem provides the major impetus 
behind the movement toward micro-to-mainframe com­
munications. Many facilities now available are specifically 
targeted toward spreadsheet users. 

There are other applications in which a micro-to-main­
frame connection is desirable. In the simplest case, a mi­
crocomputer simply replaces a terminal. This occurs when 
a manager has some applications requiring the instant 
power of a small computer, but must also use a terminal 
for on-line interactive processing tasks. Users may work 
with a mainframe accounting package, for example, and 
perform simple cost-benefit analyses using a micro 
spreadsheet. To avoid having two CRT display stations, 
the microcomputer can operate in a local processing mode 
for spreadsheets and in a terminal emulation mode for the 
on-line application. Moreover, the microcomputer can ad­
dress several hosts and can be used to replace several 
terminals. 

With interest turning toward microcomputer-to-host con­
nections, more capabilities will be developed. Integrated 
microcomputer packages provide the ability to mix text, 
graphics, and spreadsheet results, and this ability is sup­
ported by microcomputer-to-host connections. A primary 
application will be the creation of reports for later refer­
ence, for presentations, or as sales tools. Specific applica­
tions packages, such as accounting and project 
management tools, will also take advantage of these con­
nections. 

Data processing history demonstrates that the appearence 
of new facilities leads to previously unimagined applica­
tions. As microcomputer-to-host connections evolve, we 
can look forward to many new uses and, perhaps, an 
entirely new approach to distributed processing. 

In summary, then, we can identify the following specific 
benefits of a microcomputer-host connection: 

• More efficient microcomputer spreadsheet usage. 

• Space savings ( one CRT per desk). 

• Ease of report preparation (integrating text, spreadsheet 
projections, and graphics). 

• Speed of processing and a reduced queue for host CPU 
time. 

• Access to multiple hosts, with possible data integration 
(the Dow Jones on-line service with MIS data, for exam­
ple). 

• The ability to run user-developed applications for quick 
analysis of corporate data (user-defined spreadsheets, 
DBMS reports, and high-level language programs). 

Persoft's (Madison, WI) SmarTerm 220 is a member of that 
company's family of terminal emulation/file transfer software 
packages for the IBM Personal Computer and compatible 
microcomputers. SmarTerm 220 enables an IBM PC to func­
tion as a DEC VT220, as well as a VT100. VT102. or VT52. to 
transfer ASCII or binary program and datafLles between the PC 
and a host computer. 

ACCESS PROBLEMS 

To determine what is appropriate for an organization, the 
traditional difficulties associated with micro-to-main­
frame connection strategies must be examined. The most 
important of these problems can be summarized as fol­
lows: 

-Mainframe file size. 

-Emulation capabilities. 

-Interconnection complexity. 

-Downloading flexibility. 

Size of Mainframe Files 

Mainframe files are, typically, much larger than a micro­
computer is able to manage. Size restrictions have two 
important effects upon the microcomputer-to-host con­
nection. First, access to complete files is ruled out. Proce­
dures for data selection must therefore be in place on the 
host (for downloading) or on the microcomputer. Second, 
host files are more easily manipulated by the host. Effi­
ciency dictates that a file transfer package do at least some 
initial processing at that level. The differences in file size 
are obscured by the advertised capabilities of spread­
sheets. Many spreadsheet packages may be expanded far 
beyond a microcomputer's capacity. The primary limita­
tion is RAM. Even 640K bytes will not support the thou­
sands of rows and columns that mainframe files might 
involve. Theoretically, the spreadsheet may be able to do 
it, but RAM is the practical limitation. 

Emulation Capabilities 

Terminal emulation capability is related to the problem of 
mainframe file size. Most micro-to-mainframe packages 
establish connections by acting as terminals. In this mode, J::> 
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t> the simplest way to download data is to simply dump 
whatever is on the display into a file on the microcom­
puter. For many applications, this is an easy and effective 
method. The format of mainframe data is immediately 
apparent, the size of the resultant file can be limited, and 
information can be screened with mainframe data base 
queries. Unfortunately, only information appearing on the 
display can be transferred, and the resulting format may 
require substantial alteration in order to fit a microcom­
puter application. The user also must spend time fitting 
the information to the computer, thus eliminating some of 
the advantages of electronic downloading. Nevertheless, 
these emulation packages remain popular, and ways to 
eliminate these problems are appearing. 

Interconnection Complexity 

The level of complexity, or intelligence, of a connection 
between two machines is, in part, responsible for data 
access difficulties. In more powerful connection schemes, 
more tools are provided to make the end user's job easier. 
Ideally, access should be established by a simple query, 
and the connection product should be able to select data, 
format it for an appropriate microcomputer package, 
download it, and possibly send the data back to the main­
frame after alterations have been made. The process 
should, in other words, be transparent to the user, and all 
the information needed should be available in one file, in 
a size that the microcomputer can handle. The package 
should also be reasonably affordable. 

Downloading Flexibility 

If the information transferred is not in a form that the 
microcomputer can use, a micro-to-mainframe package is 
of little value to the user. The evolution of standards, such 
as the spreadsheet DIF file, is a hopeful trend, but com­
patibility should nonetheless be thoroughly researched be­
fore an expensive communications package is purchased. 

MICRO-TO-MAINFRAME IMPACT ON DATA 
PROCESSING 

The prospect of a micro-to-mainframe connection causes 
considerable disquiet among data processing managers for 
a number of reasons. The political ramifications of putting 
power in the hands of end users are threatening, in that 
microcomputer users are actually able to perform data 
processing tasks using central files. Micro-to-mainframe 
connections may also have an impact on the security of 
the mainframe data base, and many administrators are 
uncertain as to how they can both open the host and 
maintain control. A related area of concern is the way in 
which the microcomputer will affect other parts of the 
data processing establishment, particularly in its tendency 
to increase a company's communications load and to 
make networking a more complex task. The need for 
adequate training of end users is also important, as is the 
establishment of an organizational climate that supports 
the micro-to-mainframe link. 

Security 

Installation of a micro-to-mainframe connection affects 
security in a number of ways. Most mainframe access 
techniques make use of terminal emulation. This allows 
users to take advantage of standard security measures 
employed by the mainframe-password protection, usage 
logs, and the like. Any security provisions that are used to 
control terminal access can be used for microcomputer 
access control, provided that only terminal emulation is 
permitted. Packages that allow unhindered uploading 
from the microcomputer to mainframe files will, of 
course, create genuine hazards, but this is really a terminal 
control problem. 

The real threat is posed by the dramatic proliferation of 
microcomputers. Terminal proliferation becomes a secu­
rity problem when limited physical access to terminals has 
played a part in the security system. This situation is not 
very common, but it does occur. The solution is provision 
of adequate security, through use of logons and pass­
words, thus placing security at the user rather than at the 
terminal level. 

Local microcomputer storage represents a much more se­
rious problem. Highly confidential material, such as salary 
information, new product descriptions, and customer 
files, may be originally downloaded by authorized person­
nel, but tapped by unauthorized users if it is stored on 
disk. Disks can be stolen or copied, or the user may fail to 
end the local application, leaving part of the file resident 
in RAM. The only solution to this problem is establish­
ment of adequate physical security for the microcom­
puter, and the secure storage of disks. Because this form of 
security is not implemented at the mainframe, and is not 
easily implemented in software, many organizations have 
overlooked this area. With a micro-to-mainframe connec­
tion, the risks of microcomputer vulnerability are magni­
fied. 

The increasing use of microcomputers poses another 
problem which, through independent of the micro-to­
mainframe connection, deserves mention. Increased com­
puter literacy leads, inevitably, to increased vulnerability 
of data processing centers. As more people learn how to 
enter a system, the potential for abuse increases. 

Networking 

Any micro-to-mainframe connection imposes additional 
burdens upon a data communications network. Since net­
works are generally under the control of the data process­
ing manager, the impact here should be considered before 
a link is established. Difficulties in this area emerge 
slowly, as more connections are established. The problem 
does not lie in micro-to-mainframe connections per se; 
microcomputer usage is growing at a tremendous rate and 
most users want access to the mainframe data base, creat­
ing a big demand for lines. 
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t> Micro-to-mainframe connections emulate terminals in 
most connection strategies. Terminal emulation may be 
accomplished through hardware or through software. In 
either case, it takes some time to complete. There is a 
slight delay between input and translation. Meanwhile, 
the mainframe "believes" that it is communicating with a 
terminal, and there are no provisions for a translation 
delay. In very heavy-use situations, therefore, protocol 
conversion may cause errors and result in delays due to 
faulty transmission. The microcomputer communications 
link must be evaluated carefully, and care should be taken 
to insure that demands on the network do not become 
excessive. 

Mainframe Software Impact 

In micro-to-mainframe connections, the mainframe fre­
quently handles the difficult process of fitting a file to the 
format demanded by microcomputer software. The main­
frame may also handle data selection and provide power­
ful data base query functions. Micro-to-mainframe links 
may be provided for a specific mainframe package, such 
as a data base management system, or they may be pro­
vided for a series of packages. The mainframe software's 
link facilities describe how the connection will be estab­
lished. Since mainframe packages are many times more 
expensive than microcomputer programs, they will essen­
tially drive the purchase decision. Many mainframe soft­
ware companies are using a personal computer link as an 
incentive in marketing the larger packages. Selection of 
such a package will largely depend upon its other capabil­
ities and upon how well it fits an organization's needs. 
The personal computer link can, however, be a persuasive 
factor-as many of these vendors are discovering. 

Cost Control 

Host connections vary greatly in price. Access to a time­
sharing system through a modem can cost under $100, 
while an intelligent microcomputer-to-host link, with host 
software and instant downloading to several microcom­
puters, can cost well over $50,000. The range of function­
ality is very broad, and, in general, you pay for what you 
get. It is an obvious mistake to purchase too little and find 
out later that desired tasks cannot be accomplished. It also 
is a mistalce to purchase too much. An evaluation of 
actual needs is required, and needs, with due provision for 
expansion, should be carefully matched to the systems 
available. 

In implementing microcomputer-to-host links, a modular 
approach is frequently possible. For large installations 
with heavy usage, however, it generally is best to under­
take a wholesale conversion. 

Capabilities Selection 

In selecting a microcomputer-to-host package, it is impor­
tant to match functionality with needs. Considerations 
include: 

-Communications method-terminal emulation (async, 
bisync, ASCII, etc.) 

-Download capability-screen, full file, selected fields 

-Upload capability-ability to send altered files to the 
mainframe 

-Mainframe participation (or, is the package only resi­
dent on the microcomputer?) 

-Software restrictions-limitations to specific packages, 
microcomputer, and/or mainframe 

-Security features 

-User interface, specifically concerning speed, ease of 
use, and interface transparency 

Training 

The development of a micro-to-mainframe connection 
has made user training a critical issue. Training needs 
have surfaced before, particularly in the effort to install 
various corporate controls on microcomputers. Because 
micro-to-mainframe connections directly impact the cor­
porate data base, users must be made aware of how spe­
cific actions may affect the data base and must be taught 
to use the microcomputer efficiently within the new envi­
ronment. As microcomputer capabilities are expanded, 
usage becomes more complex, and the data processing 
department is often the only source of information for 
users. Training becomes the responsibility of the data 
processing department, and, through training, control can 
be established. 

Policy Needs 

Control of microcomputer usage has become an issue 
partly as a result of micro-to-mainframe links and partly t>

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t> as a result of the tremendous growth of microcomputing 
in recent years. Compatibility and cost are the driving 
forces behind the control issue. If microcomputers are 
introduced into an organization on a random basis, they 
will not be able to communicate with each other, let alone 
with a mainframe. Standards have to be set for the pur­
chase of microcomputers in order to provide a sophisti­
cated micro-to-mainframe connection. Sophisticated 
micro-to-mainframe packages may also require standard­
iz~tion of microcomputer software. Most importantly, 
distinctions must be made between what is appropriate 
for processing on the microcomputer and what is more 
efficiently handled by the mainframe. 

A microcomputer with a mainframe connection is a valu­
able corporate resource. It has the capacity to change the 
data processing environment, and planning is therefore 
essential. The critical part of the planning process is the 
configuration of the system to meet real user needs, and 
provision of channels for feedback from users to insure 
that the system is operating effectively. If user needs are 
met and micro-to-mainframe connections are working 
properly, processing tasks can be handled with an effi­
ciency that was previously impossible to achieve. 

Information Centers 

One popular method for establishing control over micro­
computers and facilitating mainframe linkage is the use of 
the information center concept. The information center 
was developed at IBM as a means of introducing and 
controlling end-user computing within a corporation. 
End-user computing was originally defined as the use of 
fourth-generation languages to access the corporate data 
base through a terminal. 

The information center operates as a subdepartmental 
group within the data processing department. Its primary 
mission is the selection and maintenance of equipment 
and provision of appropriate training for microcomputer­
to-host connections. In some corporations, of course, us­
er-driven computing will continue to be restricted to the 
use of terminals, but for most companies, microcomput­
ers will assume more and more communications tasks. 

The tasks of the information center, with control of mi­
crocomputer usage included, are as follows: 

-End-user education, including training in appropriate 
languages and in the operation of microcomputer pro­
grams. 

-Technical support, including developing micro-to­
mainframe connections and providing terminal access 
where appropriate. 

-Data availability, or insuring that the data requested is 
accessible to users in a form suited to their level of 
sophistication in computer usage. 

AST Research (Irvine, CA), a popular maker of IBM PC add-on 
products, has recently introduced the AST-5251/11. The AST-
5251/11 is a conversion card/software package that allows an 
IBM PC, PC XT, PC AT. or compatible microcomputer to 
communicate with the IBM S/34, S/36, and S/38 
minicomputers. 

-Evaluation of tools, including testing of microcomputer 
programs to insure that they meet the needs of users 
and provision of appropriate on-line query languages. 

-Consultation, providing end users with advice when 
situations arise that end users are unable to handle 
through conventional means, and channeling applica­
tions through the data processing department if they 
exceed the capabilities of the user-driven system. 

One of the primary difficulties in the development of an 
information center is finding and training staff members. 
The information center requires a staff with expertise in 
training as well as in technical matters. Ideally, it should 
function as an intermediary between data processing and 
the end user. The staff should be knowledgeable in micro­
computer hardware and software areas and familiar with 
advances in micro-to-mainframe connection strategy. It 
should be able to help and advise users while remaining in 
constant communications with the data processing depart­
ment to insure that security measures are not violated and 
that the network has sufficient capacity to handle connec­
tions efficiently. 

Resultant Trends 

Microcomputer access to the mainframe has been sought 
for some time; it is now becoming a reality. Although 
micro-to-mainframe links may appear relatively simple, 
the implications of installing such a link may be extraor­
dinary. 

The micro-to-mainframe connection insures that the mi­
crocomputer will have a place in the business world for 
many years to come. It will probably become the standard 
workstation. 

The microcomputer also will make it necessary for data 
processing centers to upgrade software to permit more 
interactive processing. The host access by microcomput- t> 
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t> ers will put considerable pressure on corporate networks, 
in some cases forcing upgrades and making more sophis­
ticated network monitoring tools necessary. A networking 
center may, in fact, be required. 

The need for computer literacy will become more evident; 
it will become impossible to perform many jobs without a 
knowledge of elementary data processing techniques. Mi­
cro-to-mainframe packages will become more user 
friendly, and capabilities will expand to include access to 
more varieties of microcomputer and host programs. It is 
likely that microcomputer-to-host packages will drop in 
price. 

MICRO-TO-MAINFRAME LINK CHARACTERISTICS 

The comparison columns at the end of this report present 
the key characteristics of237 products allowing microcom­
puters to communicate with a host mainframe. 

Datapro requested information from over 180 micro-to­
mainframe link vendors. Each mailed request was fol­
lowed by at least one telephone call. The responses 
provide an in-depth overview of today's micro-to-main­
frame market. 

The absence of any specific company from the comparison 
columns means that the company failed to respond to our 
requests for information, was unknown to us, or no longer 
markets micro-to-mainframe links. 

Note: A dash (-) in a column indicates that the informa­
tion was unavailable from the vendor. 

The column entries and their definitions are explained in 
the following paragraphs. 

Vendor/Product 

Listed at the top of each column is the vendor and the 
product name. By policy, only those vendors that manu­
facture the microcomputer-to-mainframe hardware or 
publish appropriate software are listed; distributors have 
been excluded. Several vendors have more than one prod­
uct listed. For information on how to contact these ven­
dors, refer to the vendor list immediately preceding the 
comparison columns. 

Function 

This section lists the product function. The categories are 
local terminal emulation, remote terminal emulation, pro­
tocol converter, network gateway, host-application spe­
cific link, and non-host-application specific link. 

Configuration indicates whether the product supports sin­
gle or multiple users. 

Components 

Microcomputer-to-host products can contain different 
components including microcomputer software and hard-

ware, host software and hardware, and standalone hard­
ware. The components for each product are listed here. 

Microcomputer Support 

Systems indicates which microcomputer systems the 
product is compatible with, including IBM PC/XT / AT, 
Apple, and UNIX systems. 

Operating Environment lists the microcomputer operating 
environments which the product supports, for example 
MS-/PC-DOS or CPM/86. 

Configuration gives the minimum configuration which the 
product requires to operate. This includes minimum 
RAM in K bytes, minimum storage, and any other re­
quirements for operation. 

Network Compatibility shows whether or not the product 
is compatible with a local area network, such as those 
from Novell or 3Com. 

Host Interface 

System indicates the computer systems supported by the 
product. Most of the products included in the columns are 
for use with IBM mainframes, e.g., the 30XX or 43XX 
Series. In addition, some products are designed to operate 
with IBM System/36 and System/38 minicomputers, and 
other vendors have targeted the Digital Equipment, Hon­
eywell Bull, and U nisys markets. 

Operating Environment identifies the host operating sys­
tem environment that supports the microcomputer-to­
host link. 

Protocol Support indicates the communications protocols 
used to control the link. 

Connection lists the connection to the host (channel 
adapter, front-end processor, controller, communications 
port, etc.) that is supported by each product. 

Applications indicates the host applications that the mi­
crocomputer link is designed to support; for example, 
virtual drives on host, calls to host-resident programs, 
DBMS access, and accounting applications access. 

Emulation 

Terminals lists the type of terminals that the product 
emulates, including 3270, Digital Equipment VT series, 
and Data General Dasher terminals. 

Concurrent Sessions details the number of concurrent ses­
sions, if any, that the product supports. 

Physical Connection indicates the type of connection sup­
ported by the product, including coax, twinax, fiber optic, 
or RS-232-C. I> 
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t> Access to Micro OS During Host Session defines whether 
access to the microcomputer operating system is allowed 
during terminal emulation. 

Features 

Most of the microcomputer communications packages on 
the market today offer value-added services, such as pro­
viding compatibility between the file formats of the differ­
ent applications running on the microcomputer and on 
the host system. Such services are provided through ad­
vanced capabilities or user customization. 

File Transfer indicates the capability of the package to 
support the transfer of large files in a batch mode. 

Code Conversion provides information on the types of 
code conversion supported by the product. Most micro­
to-mainframe link packages provide code conversion be­
tween the ASCII character representation of PCs and that 
of mainframe environments where character coding is 
exclusively EBCDIC. 

API Compatibility· provides information on the Applica­
tions Program Interface (API), which allows microcom­
puter programs to access the functions of the terminal 
emulation card without interrupting the application. The 
convention implemented is provided here. 

Programmability lists the package's ability to support 
scripts and unattended operation. 

Transmission 

This section provides information on the technical char­
acteristics of the transmission link, including transmission 
mode and speed of data transmission. 

Mode refers to the type of synchronization of data transfer 
employed between the sending and receiving device. Nor­
mally, data is sent in a serial-bit, asynchronous mode or 
synchronous mode. 

Speed of data transmission is provided. The rate of data 
transmission depends on the quality of the communica­
tions link, i.e., whether the connection is local or remote. 

Security 

Security is a critical issue when a microcomputer user is 
permitted to access a corporate data base. A tremendous 
amount of effort is involved in the entry and organization 
of data in any system, but this effort can be in vain if there 
is not an appreciable level of data security. For this rea­
son, it is desirable that a program control access to data 
through a variety of schemes, including the use of single­
and multilevel passwords, file encryption, and transmis­
sion encryption. 

Pricing and Availability 

The price of the product is listed here along with the 
availability of site licensing and maintenance contracts. 
The length of the warranty, the date of first delivery, and 
the number installed are also listed.
