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There was a time when personal computer or microcom­
puter users did not understand the need to connect to a 
mainframe/host; today, almost any corporation with PCs 
in place recognizes that need. Although their PCs may have 
been installed to perform standalone-independent appli­
cation processing such as word processing, graphics pro­
grams, and spreadsheet analysis-a need soon developed to 
access and manipulate data that has traditionally been un­
der the mainframe's control. All currently noncommuni­
cating PCs are potential candidates for PC-to-mainframe 
links, and purchasing policies for PCs, micros, mainframes, 
and any intermediaries between them need to consider the 
possibility of interconnection. New, more cost-effective 
and powerful multitasking PCs will make downloading 
mainframe applications more feasible. Recognizing the 
place of PC-to-mainframe products, larger corporations are 
developing company-wide strategies to include both main­
frames and PCs within an overall computing capability. 

PC users want not only to obtain mainframe data for their 
own applications and update the information in realtime 
(not batch), but they also want to access that data transpar­
ently, maintaining full PC functionality. The PC-to-host 
market is evolving to meet these needs for greater sophisti­
cation, and the market continues to enjoy healthy growth. 

TODAV'S MARKETPLACE 

PC-to-host products comprise software packages or 
hardware/software combinations that offer, at the very 
least, terminal emulation and file transfer. For example, 
simply by emulating a 3270 terminal (the terminal most 
used in accessing IBM mainframe computers), a PC can 
communicate with a mainframe. Other functions, of 
course, are usually added, and PC-to-mainframe products 
often support features such as file translation and conver­
sion, unattended operation, data compression, virtual 
disks, and Applications Program Interfaces (APIs). Con­
nections to the host are most often established in three 
ways: directly from the PC via coaxial or twinaxial cable, 
remotely via a modem, or through a gateway connection to 
a LAN. Direct, coax attachment of the PC to the mainframe 
is the oldest and remains the most common method in 
place today, although remote and LAN connections are 
now preferred. 

Digital Communications Associates (DCA), a leader in the 
PC-to-mainframe market (claiming an installed base of 
over 500,000 users and over 50 percent of the market), es­
tablished its name with the IRMA product. IRMA, a hard­
ware, add-in terminal emulation board, provided the first 
coax interface to an IBM mainframe by emulating the IBM 
3278 family of terminals. 

IRMA soon became the emulation board with a coaxial in­
terface against which all other boards were measured. In a 
-;lever strategy, DCA provided source code to third-party 

As organizations turn to personal computers or 
microcomputers as the workstation of choice, us­
ers become increasingly concerned with the need 
to access corporate information through the PC. 
The search for a suitable PC-to-mainframe link 
has, however, yielded mixed results. Some users 
are extremely happy with the products they have 
selected; others bemoan the lack of a "true" PC­
to-host link. 

This report includes discussions of the basic tech­
nology, the state of the market, major vendors in 
the industry, and a comprehensive specifications 
listing of approximately 300 products that are cur­
rently available. The products listed in the compar­
ison columns range from relatively inexpensive 
software packages to more costly software/ 
hardware combinations, and their functionality 
differs vastly. Users must determine which com­
plete solution best suits their purposes. 

vendors, widening use of the IRMA board even more. DCA 
also offers products that provide remote terminal emula­
tion and connectivity with IBM Systemj3X minicomput­
ers, although the company continues to specialize in 3270 
communications. 

Although the PC-to-mainframe host market is based on 
IBM products, IBM is not generally recognized as the mar­
ket leader. Many other companies followed DCA's lead be­
fore IBM released its first PC-to-mainframe product. 
Despite that, IBM and IRMA are accepted as the de facto 
standards with which products must be compatible. 

Other major PC-to-host vendors include AST Research, 
Novell Communications Division, Quadram, and Tech­
land BlueLynx. With the exception of Quadram, the com­
panies provide both 3270 and 5250 environment solutions. 
AST's strength lies in SYs.tem/36 and System/38 and RJE 
terminal emulation, while Novell's strength is gateway 
communications. Quadram concentrates solely on 3270 
emulation and offers board products that are both IBM and 
IRMA register-level compatible. Quadram sells its prod­
ucts both with and without terminal emulation software; 
users can purchase only an IRMA-like board if PC-to-host 
communications are already in place. Techland BlueLynx 
offers 3270 and 5250 emulation products that function in 
local, remote, or cluster configurations. 

Although the products' purpose is identical-providing a 
PC communications link to a mainframe-vendors' tech­
nical approaches and selling strategies differ. Novell's prod-
uct line, for instance, is modular. Interface boards 
providing specific connections (coax, twinax, remote, gate­
way, etc.) are sold separately from the software. In effect, t> 
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1:> users select from a menu of products, choosing the type of 
connection, the type of software, and options such as graph­
ics capabilities. Other companies, such as Techland Blue­
Lynx, bundle the software and the hardware, enabling users 
who want a product that provides a 5250 cluster connection 
to buy one package that includes hardware and software. 

Each selling strategy has its advantages; which one is better 
depends on the knowledge of the user. The menu approach 
is convenient for customers who have sharply defined 
needs and goals, but it may be confusing to novices faced 
with choosing from a wide array of selections. Novell Com­
munications, however, has been very successful with its 
menu approach, and the company has fared well because of 
its already strong reputation in the LAN market. 

Users who attempted to set up a system by reading count­
less product manuals and coordinating selected elements 
attest that an all-in-one product is easier to install than 
modular components. Attachmate, a company that offers 
completely IBM-compatible connectivity software, offers 
an "all-in-one" product called EXTRA!, a software package 
that supports remote-modem, LAN, and coaxial connec­
tions. Most vendors offer products based on the different 
types of connections, (i.e., coax, remote), but Attachmate 
supports all connections within a single package. 

End users are calling the tune in today's PC-to-host market. 
Accustomed to the friendliness of microcomputers, they 
demand that the packages be equally easy to install, access, 
and use. The users also want transparent access to the 
mainframe so that they can work on host applications using 
the capabilities of the Pc. Both users and vendors strive for

pure peer-to-peer communications, but the PC still is dis­
tinctly different from the mainframe, and access is not truly 
transparent. 

Vendors have, however, improved basic PC-to-host capa­
bilities by adding several features that make their products 
much friendlier. Many software programs now contain 
context-sensitive Help screens, on-line tutorials, and 
menus to lead the user through installation, configuration, 
and reconfiguration. Most of the top vendors offer all these 
features as well as a common user interface among their 
products. The few major vendors that do not are quickly 
upgrading their products to remain competitive in this fast­
paced market. Multiple sessions, hot keys to DOS, pop-up 
windows, mUltiple windows, and printer emulation are 
other features that add to a package's value and ease of use. 

Users are the main driving force behind the changes in the 
technology. Product improvements, such as the addition of 
ease-of-use features, continue, but the basic technology is in 
place. The current market, active and fiercely competitive, 
will become even more explosive when products break the 
peer-to-peer communications barrier. Meanwhile, those 
vendors that respond to users' demands by incorporating 
their ideas will lead the market. 

THE TECHNOLOGY 

PC-to-mainframe communications can be looked upon as 
merely substituting PCs for dumb terminals. PCs were not 
designed for this role, however, and therefore have charac­
teristics that must be accommodated through the technol-
ogy and through careful user planning. In order to decide 
which PC-to-mainframe link is best for a particular situa- 1:> 
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t::> tion, users must gain a basic understanding of the differ­
ences between mainframes and PCs and the elements that 
any communications system must employ. 

Some fundamental operating characteristics are quite dif­
ferent. Mainframes and communications systems are both 
heavily involved with maintaining control over a variety of 
concurrent tasks, whereas most of the PCs in use are de­
signed to handle a single task at a time for a single user at a 
time. Most PC users have already encountered frustrations 
from the limitations of single-tasking systems. While many 
look with hope toward IBM's new multitasking PS/2-OS/2, 
its capabilities fall short of handling the complexities faced 
by PCs when connecting to large communications net­
works. 

Mainframe Communications 

Mainframes have a different hardware architecture, usually 
with multiple supporting processors to expedite different 
I/O functions and multiprogramming, and so can effi­
ciently handle large, complex networks and databases. Peo­
ple who look at the fast-rising power of the processors in 
smaller, cheaper systems and predict the subsequent de­
mise of the mainframe tend to forget these architectural 
differences that support various applications and greater 
system throughput. It may be cost effective to download 
certain jobs to a lower level processor (especially since the 
last generation's large system is this generation's 
midrange). Some complex jobs are always left over at the 
high end, and new applications are becoming cost effective, 
as big mainframes can handle ever larger, more complex 
jobs. 

Communications on a mainframe are usually handled by a 
separate, freestanding front-end processor (FEP) attached 
to an I/O channel. Small mainframes and most superminis 
substitute an integrated communications adapter capable 
of handling fewer lines. In IBM systems, the front end is 
tightly bound to the mainframe because the telecommuni­
cations access method software ("VTAM" for SNA net­
works) resides in the mainframe central processor; the 
Network Control Program (NCP) that serves as the operat­
ing system for the front end must be generated by another 
mainframe program, the System Support Program (SSP). 
Some mainframe vendors have all this software in the front 
end, allowing more functional independence between the 
two processors. 

The incoming communications lines attach to ports on 
boards that, in turn, are often organized into several groups 
or subsystems, depending on the system type, front-end 
model, and so forth. A single front end almost always han­
dles a variety of line speeds and, less often, more than one 
line protocol and code. The front end, in tum, attaches to 
one of the mainframe's numerous general-purpose I/O 
channels that, on larger systems, are parallel-transfer mul­
tiplexer channels handled by a separate I/O processor. The 
front end mayor may not share the channel with a sub­
system of another type-disk or tape, for instance. 

In order to provide configuration flexibility, mainframes 
have multiple I/O channels, each usually designed to attach 
up to eight subsystems with multiple devices per sub­
system. Therefore, one channel can attach up to eight cur­
rent IBM 3725 front ends, for instance, and the 3725 can 
conceivably attach up to 256 lines, each supporting multi­
ple subsystem controllers that in turn attach 32 terminals in 
a cluster. Putting all this on one channel would create an 
impossible bottleneck, but the flexible attachment capabil­
ities allow configuration adjustments for better perfor­
mance. All large mainframes are designed to comfortably 
handle a number of front ends, and each physical front end 
can handle a number of logical networks. 

Although the configuration just described for the 3725 is 
ridiculously impractical because of the response delays that 
would result, it is less ridiculous than it might have been in 
the past. A good proportion of dumb terminal users are 
data entry operators transmitting steadily all day long, 
whereas PC users attached to a system are far more unpre­
dictable, depending on whether they are constantly de­
manding complex calculations or only occasional input. 

Midrange and smaller mainframes were traditionally dis­
tinguished from minis or superminis by the existence of a 
more complex I/O structure, a freestanding front end on 
the mainframe, and a bus-centered I/O with a communica­
tions adapter on the mini or supermini. However, this dis­
tinction has blurred in recent years. IBM's 9370 Series and 
earlier systems are software compatible with mainframes 
but can attach either an adapter or a front end for 
communications-the adapter is the far more likely choice. 
Although Digital Equipment Corporation superminis do 
not have separate I/O processors, they have become very 
powerful and can be interconnected in groups that allow a 
distribution of function. As a result, a PC-to-host connec­
tion may actually terminate in a mini-which does not usu­
ally make any difference from the PC user's point of view, 
providing the mini is powerful enough to serve in the way 
needed. 

These hardware elements form the backbone of the com­
munications systems, but the network's real definition and 
management reside in the software. Communications soft­
ware on big systems is almost always in a strictly defined 
layer, separate from the application programs; earlier amal­
gamations of the two led to too much confusion and dupli­
cation of effort. PC communications usually require 
applications interfacing software added to the mainframe, 
as well as a program and/or board in the PC; users need to 
check whether they are expected to write the applications 
interfacing programs themselves if they are missing from a 
product. Most off-the-shelf products are designed to run on 
IBM or Digital systems, so this task is almost surely needed 
if the mainframe is from another vendor. 

PC Communications Hardware and Software 

Most PCs cannot concurrently process an application and 
serve as a communications link to a host. A single-task t:> 
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Quadram's MainLink II and 
MainLink IIm provide nonhost 
application-specific links for a sin­
gle user.

t> computer can undertake only one function at a time-word 
processing, spreadsheet, database, or communications. The 
user must decide when to invoke the particular function, 
based on current needs. This type of serial work scheduling 
is normally suitable for human interactions; people's work 
habits are also typically single minded. But the limitations 
of single tasking are apparent when quick access to a 
spreadsheet program is needed in the middle of writing a 
large report on a word processor. To get it, a user would 
probably need to save the report to disk, exit the word pro­
cessor, and enter the spreadsheet program. 

Communications interactions are quite different from the 
characteristically batch processing of most PC tasks. Com­
municating between a PC and the data center is not an end 
in itself, but rather an intermediary step in the handling of 
information. As such, it occurs as part of a job (from the 
user's point of view) and rarely as a job in itself. Putting it 
another way, communications between a PC and the data 
center is naturally interactive. Single-task PCs, on the other 
hand, are batch oriented. Their "interactive" requests for 
communications service are therefore normally made out­
side the application, leaving the user with the problem of 
manually integrating the data received with local work or 
extracting and formatting data to send. 

The most common communications implementation con­
sists of a board with software support that allows rudimen­
tary dumb terminal emulation. For example, the most 
basic 3270 emulation allows the incoming code to be dis­
played, but screen-by-screen printing must occur. Ways 
have evolved to allow file transfer, but not necessarily in 
the desired format. Of course, communications programs 
can be and have been written for the PC, adding multitask­
ing and/or the specific code needed, so that integrating in­
coming code might be automatic; but this is difficult to 
implement on existing systems due to the 640K-byte mem-

ory ceiling. Third-party vendors must be careful to find ap­
plications widespread enough to justify development costs. 

The Data Communications Network 

The mainframe is a foreign architecture that requires com­
patibility adjustments. A PC user who wants to link up with 
a mainframe shortly discovers that he or she must interface 
to a separate networking world that requires much more 
intimate knowledge of hardware than was previously 
needed. Regardless of the complexity of the PC­
to-mainframe link, there are certain elements that must be 
considered and adjusted for before communications can 
occur at all. 

• Codes and Character Sets: The majority of current com­
puters are fundamentally encoded in either the ASCII or 
EBCDIC code. IBM and IBM-compatible PCs, and all 
other PCs based on Intel microprocessors, use ASCII 
code, as do Digital VAX and 8000 Series superminis and 
IBM Series/I. IBM System/36, System/38 minis, and 
System/370-compatible mainframes (3080, 3090, 4300, 
and 9370 product lines) all use EBCDIC. This means, 
ironically, that an IBM PC communicating with an IBM 
mini or mainframe must undergo a code translation, 
whereas an IBM PC communicating with a Digital super­
mini need not. Admittedly, code translations are not 
complicated, except that special symbols in one character 
set that do not exist in the other are usually lost. Transla­
tion, however, must occur somewhere during the 
transmission-either at the outset in the PC, in a protocol 
converter or departmental node en route; in the receiving 
program in the front end; or in the destination applica­
tion program. 

• Protocols: A protocol is a set of rules for formatting the 
transmission control codes and data; as such, it is the key t> 
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t:> to how the logical and physical networks interconnect. In 
all current protocols, headers and trailers are added to the 
data message to provide information on the source and 
destination application, the source and destination com­
puters, network routing, validity checking, security 
codes, clocking bits, and so on. There mayor may not be 
start/stop bits on individual characters. There are two 
classes of protocols: asynchronous and synchronous. 

Asynchronous protocols are lower speed connections 
with irregular timing, requiring start/stop bits to be added 
to each character after the session has been established. 
Session control information is rudimentary, and complex 
routing is not directly supported, although DECnet's so­
phistication and success show there are various methods 
to overcome these shortcomings. Digital's VT52 and 
VT100, IBM's 3101 and 3160 series, and the familiar 
Teletype terminal all use asynchronous protocols with the 
ASCII code. 

Synchronous protocols depend on finely tuned clocking 
to distinguish characters or bits that have been grouped 
together; this allows higher transmission speeds and bet­
ter reliability (at the cost of more complex implementa­
tion logic). There are two types of synchronous protocols: 
byte oriented and bit oriented. 

Past implementation of byte-oriented protocols such as 
BSC have tended to be somewhat machine dependent, 
with certain characters having explicit control functions; 
as a result, there are slightly different versions for the IBM 
3270 interactive terminals, the 2780/3780 batch termi­
nals, etc. This relative lack of transparency also means 
that different terminal types usually cannot be mixed on a 
line. 

Most bit-oriented protocols, like IBM's SNA/SDLC and 
ISO's X.25/HDLC, on the other hand, are packet­
switching bit-oriented protocols. They are designed to get 
around these limitations by defining the "data" as a com­
pletely unpredictable bit stream that is allowed to have 
any sequence of bits except one (the data delimiting 
markers), whereas control characters with specific func­
tions are recognized primarily by their position before 
and after the delimiting markers. This system easily 
transmits any type of data or coding, including graphical 
material. It also provides great routing flexibility, since a 
new address, or any other new information, can be added 
by just clapping on a new "envelope" of headers/trailers 
and delimiters around both the message and its original 
headers/trailers, for an intermediate destination. This 
treats the original headers as if they were part of the 
"data" bit stream. At the intermediate destination, the 
new headers/trailers are stripped off, and the original 
ones emerge. Multiple "envelopes" can be used for rout­
ing to a number of nodes. Since the control and data fields 
are firmly separated and the control code standardized 
across all products, multiple device types can share a 
leased line. 

Because protocols are added to the message to be trans­
mitted and then stripped away as the data reaches its des­
tination, they are completely transparent to the end user. 
Protocols are one of the important compatibility consid­
erations, as we shall see later. 

• Attachment Mode: Data communications support in ex­
isting facilities can be classified according to the type of 
information exchange supported. Older batch terminal 
systems, such as the IBM 2780/3780, were designed to 
upload/download large files after the file had been created 
off-line on punched cards or data entry systems. 
Keyboard-oriented interactive terminals, such as the Dig­
ital VT100, IBM 3270, or IBM 5250, were designed to 
work on files that remained on the mainframe by sending 
or receiving data in smaller amounts, usually a screen at a 
time, in conversational mode, with some optional print­
ing capabilities. PCs are far more likely to emulate exist­
ing interactive terminals and add batch file transfer 
capabilities by software extensions. 

• Attachment Method: The actual attachment hardware 
consists of a plugged-in circuit board with a cable connec­
tion either directly to the computer or to a modem. The 
most common interface for serial devices and communi­
cations is an RS-232-C plug with only a subset ofthe pins 
implemented (4 to 7 pins for asynchronous communica­
tions, 9 to 12 pins for synchronous communications). 

Boards for terminal cluster device emulation expose 
other interfaces and require the appropriate cabling. In 
the case of 3278 emulation, a coaxial cable connects the 
PC to the communications cluster controller or an inte­
grated controller on a low-end mainframe. In the case of 
5251 emulation, a twinaxial cable connects the PC to the 
cluster controller or to an integrated controller on a 
Systemj36 or System/38. 

PCs that are connected to local mainframes and do not 
need to interface to communications networks outside of 
their building do not require modems, so their cabling 
can be a little different. If the computer is nearby (it must 
be within 50 feet to use the RS-232-C interfaces), asyn­
chronous terminals can use a null modem cable for at­
tachment. Synchronous terminals, however, need the 
clocking signals from the modem for proper transmis­
sion. They must use a different device with a clock, called 
a modem eliminator. A local device that is farther away, 
say on another floor, perhaps can be reached by means of 
a limited-distance/short-haul modem. 

These basic types of connections also apply to departmen­
tal systems and LANs. See Figure 1 for an illustration of the 
different ways a PC can connect to a mainframe or mini. 

• Facility Layout: PCs are rarely used close to the data cen­
ter, so consideration must be given to the impact of the 
relative locations of the equipment. This is particularly 
important where attachment other than via conventional 
phone/modem means is contemplated. RS-232-C cable 
has a nominal limit of 50 feet, and even the extended- t> 
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1:> distance cable is rarely usable beyond 250 feet. While 
other interface methods such as RS-449 support greater 
distances, these may not be offered either at the PC or on 
the data center equipment. The use of multiplexers and 
concentrators can solve some of these problems and re­
duce the wiring load. Use of existing wiring can save 
money, but walls and ceilings filled with undocumented 
cables can also be difficult to sort out. Installing a cabling 
system, with coaxial or optical fiber backbone cables be­
tween floors, may therefore be more cost effective. 

• Speed and CPU Port Capacity: The most popular PC in­
terfaces are 1200 bps asynchronous interfaces, but there 
are a growing number of higher speed synchronous inter­
faces as well. Since front-end processors are designed to 
handle a variety of data rates, it is rarely a problem to 
interface a line of the right speed to the mainframe. How­
ever, since many pes are occasional mainframe users, it 
may be quite cost effective to investigate multiplexers, 
concentrators, and/or departmental systems that allow a 
higher speed line on the mainframe. This would be par­
ticularly true if the number of spare hardware ports on the 
mainframe was limited, or if adding new ports required 
expensive configuration expansions. 

TERMINAL EMULATION VERSUS INTEGRATED 
LINKS 

As we have seen, the networks on the mainframe host are 
often so large and complex that changes must be carefully 
designed. This network characteristic provides the first 
limit to the choices available to the pc. Most users find that 
the easiest way to connect their pes to the data center is to 
have the PC emulate the dumb terminal that is already sup­
ported by the application(s) they want to access and, hence, 
is already integrated into the data center network. This 
seems straightforward enough, but in reality, there are a 
number of qualifications that can have repercussions if the 
user wants to expand the system's capabilities beyond the 
basic query and data entry of dumb terminals, or if more 
than one computer in incompatible networks must be ac­
cessed. 

The evolution of the PC link beyond mere terminal emula­
tion has proceeded cautiously. The first step was extending 
emulation so that entire files could be downloaded, rather 
than printing them and then rekeying into the PC if the PC 
user wanted to work on them locally. This did not directly 
affect the mainframe much, but certain activities, such as 
uploading files, generating queries that extract only por­
tions of a file to be downloaded, storing "virtual diskettes" 
(files formatted in PC formats on the host), and reformat­
ting files so that they can be directly loaded into PC appli­
cations, move the PC more and more toward integrated 
cooperative processing with the host. 

Terminal Emulation 

The key questions for basic applications are the type ofter­
minal to emulate and the configuration of the connection. 

IBM's System/36 and System/38, which compete with Dig­
ital for the departmental computer market, attach the 5250 
synchronous terminal series. Digital systems operate best 
with terminals emulating the asynchronous VT52 or 
VT 1 00 terminals or their descendants. IBM S/ 
370-compatible mainframes and superminis, which en­
compass three quarters of the large mainframe market, are 
almost always served by the interactive display terminals of 
the synchronous 3270 family. In a few cases it is important 
not to overlook the "almost," because IBM mainframes 
(including the 4300 and 9370 supermini versions) can op­
erate under several different operating systems, and not ev­
eryone participates fully in SNA. For example, IBM's IX/ 
370 UNIX system, even though it runs on a mainframe 
under VM, supports only asynchronous ASCII terminals 
such as the 3101 and, thus, must be connected to an auxil­
iary Series/las a networking front end. Some IBM users 
may also find that products that emulate the batch worksta­
tions, such as the 2780 and 3780, suit their operating envi­
ronment, but such devices are less common than the 
interactive terminals. 

After defining the type of terminal or identifying a range of 
acceptable devices, the issue of connection mode can be 
considered. A surprising variety of choices exist. Using as 
an example the emulation of a 3270 clustered system (3274 
communications controller attaching up to thirty-two 3278 
local displays) on a standard IBM PC, we find that the user 
would adopt one of six basic attachment methods. 

• Emulate only the 3278 and attach the PC to the 3274 as if 
it were one of the displays. This involves adding a board 
and any necessary software to the PC, cabling the board 
to the 3274 with a coaxial cable, and reconfiguring the 
37XX front end and 3274 addressing and control micro­
code (as is usual when a terminal is added). This is one of 
the simplest methods because it essentially consists of ca­
bling the PC into an existing communications system. 
The method is also less expensive, since there is no mo­
dem, and a higher speed communications line is usually 
shared by a number of terminals. 

• Emulate both the 3278 and the 3274 with a board that 
emulates the combined logic of both the terminal and 
controller. In its most common and basic form, this 
method involves adding a board and its associated soft­
ware to the PC, cabling the board to a synchronous mo­
dem, interfacing the modem to the appropriate data 
communications lines, and adjusting the software on the 
remote host so that it recognizes that a new remote 3270 
system has been added to the network. 

• Emulate both the 3278 and the 3274 as in the second 
method, but this time attach the PC to the front end on a 
host at the same site, so there is no transmission over a 
communications line. Again, the host must be adjusted to 
recognize that a new 3270 system has been added to the 
network. Since the 3270 board utilizes BSC or SDLC pro­
tocols that require a clock (located in the modem) for syn­
chronization, locally attached systems must be cabled to 
either a modem eliminator cable (for short distances) or a 1:> 
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1:> limited-distance/short-haul modem (for longer distances, 
between floors, etc.). Existing telephone wiring can han­
dle everything, but some users prefer coaxial cable or op­
tical fiber between floors in a large building for 
performance reasons. 

• Emulate a totally different terminal (an asynchronous ter­
minal, for example) and allow all adjustments of code, 
protocol, syntax, etc. to be made by a special set of inter­
facing programs on both the PC and host. 

• Have the PC attached to a local "departmental 
computer" that is, in turn, attached to the front end. In 
this case the departmental system acts both as a file server 
and communications processor for local PCs. The PCs 
use emulation boards consistent with the departmental 
system (asynchronous VT 1 00 for VAX or synchronous 
5250 for IBM System/36, for example), and then the de­
partmental system takes care of communicating compat­
ibly with the mainframe. Departmental systems range 
widely in size and support complex wide area networks 
(WAN s) and local area networks (LAN s) in their own 
right, so they are not discussed at length in this report. 

• The PC may be attached to aLAN, and the LAN can in 
turn be attached to the mainframe (or to a departmental 
system). There are a number ofLANs on the market, in­
cluding Digital's Ethernet and IBM's Token-Ring, and 
PC Networks. Ethernet users may find that attachment to 
the Digital host is an attractive option, providing that 
DECnet support is available in the data center. In cases 
where Ethernet is already used or where a large number of 
PCs will be emulating Digital terminals, Ethernet may be 
an economical connection option. Several vendors sup­
ply PC links to Ethernet, and these products support high 
data rates. Since Ethernet attachment is not as common 
as the more traditional RS-232-C or modem attachment, 
product selection based on features will be restricted. 

So far, we have been considering PC-to-host communica­
tions only in terms of basic terminal emulation. Before ex-

tending this basic interaction into full-fledged file transfers 
and comparative processing, a few more items must be dis­
cussed. The PC user is likely to assume that because the PC 
is intelligent and the emulated terminal is not, the termi­
nal's capabilities are only a subset of what the PC can do. 
Actually, terminal emulator products rarely emulate every 
aspect of the target terminal. Keyboard layout is seldom 
flexible on PCs, so emulators usually do no more than ap­
proximate the actual device. This may result in only small 
adjustment factors for operators, but sometimes terminals 
have a bank of function keys that cannot all be duplicated 
on the Pc. Loss of certain keys may affect the operation of 
some applications. Screen display characteristics, particu­
larly in graphics mode, can also differ, making the emulator 
unsuitable for some specialized functions. If the target ter­
minal has a status line, it must be emulated in an under­
standable form. It is important to review operator interface 
factors and application-dependent factors as well as techni­
cal features in selecting a terminal emulator product. 

File Upload/Download, Virtual Diskettes, and Other 
Extensions 

As the PC-to-mainframe evolved, users were offered inde­
pendent packages with a variety of features in various com­
binations. Some merely expanded communications 
flexibility, but many added processing flexibility as well. 
The most important broad categories were: 

• Data/File Manipulation-data search and extraction 
with conditional retrieval, data compression, data format 
restructuring, and automatic query generation; 

• Virtual Diskettes-in addition to providing easy-access 
data extracts, as mentioned above, these allow the PC to 
use the mainframe as secondary storage, as backup, and 
as a file server by uploading files in PC formats instead of 
translating them into mainframe formats. Sometimes 
provision is made for mainframe access of the data as t:>

1:> well. This capability is frequently combined with trans­
parent file sharing, with the mainframe acting as a file 
server for the PCs; 

• Communications Extensions-auto dial, auto logon, un­
attended operations, transparent access to network re­
sources, data compression, multiple sessions, emulation 
of a variety of terminals on one board, remote operation 
of other PCs, and remote troubleshooting; 

• Ease of Interface-menu-driven interfaces, on-line help, 
macros, and prompts; 

• Electronic Mail; and 

• Script Processing and Security Features. 

Integrated Processing 

PC software was developed for a simple, single-user 
environment-one easily adapted to integrate with main-

frame software. Some progressive vendors are already pro­
ducing integrated systems, and others are working to 
reconcile the two computer environments by modifying ex­
isting software. The market trend seems to be clearly taking 
the direction of the integrated application. 

Integrated processing can be seen from two points of view: 
the recognition and use of the PC's unique characteristics 
and the integration of PC-link software with host software 
so that they operate as more of a unit. 

Some of the impediments to more integrated processing 
come from the PC's very nature. PC systems that support a 
continuously active communications function and 
"coresident" communications programs may permit the 
operator to switch keying and display between local pro­
grams and emulation of a data center terminal. This allows 
the operator to interlace local and remote functions, but 
only by acting as a common element in two dialogs-one 
with the local application on the PC and the other with the 1:> 
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1:> data center application. Software can be added to the PC to 
provide these capabilities, but the 640K-byte memory ceil­
ing can present a problem. 

In order for the PC's processing and disk storage capabili­
ties to be recognized directly by the mainframe, terminal 
emulation has to be abandoned because interactive termi­
nals typically have printers but not disks or user­
programmable controllers. Instead, the PC has to be 
addressed as a processor or a node. This is what makes the 
advent of LV 6.2 protocols for Type 2.1 units so exciting to 
IBM SNA network users, because the Type 2.1 specifica­
tion is for a programmable terminal that can participate in 
a peer-to-peer network. 

Packages for integrated processing vary according to the de­
gree to which the PC and host software are tied together. In 
a tightly integrated package, the PC user makes requests 
without knowing where the data or resources needed to 
carry them out actually reside. This type of application lim­
its the ability of the PC user to operate with nonintegrated 
software and prevents the integrated files from being used 
with any other software package. Loosely integrated appli­
cations generally provide only a facility to download data 
from the host, translate it into a usable format for local 
processing with many different software packages, and up­
load it to the host to replace or update the database. Highly 
integrated packages are easier for users to handle because 
they present a consistent, request-oriented operating envi­
ronment; however, such packages are almost always func­
tionally limited. Choosing a level of integration involves 
measuring the degree to which the package corresponds 
with the ideal model of user interaction developed in the 
previous phase. This must then be balanced against any 
loss of functionality or compatibility with existing software 
that is associated with the package. Figures 2 and 3 illus­
trate these differences. 

While the processing elements of the applications in the 
host and in the PC may be generally similar between the 
two architectures, those of the integrated application must 
be designed to operate on requests that are generated inter­
nally by the software and not through the action of a termi­
nal operator. In other words, they are automatic, not 
manual. Each element in an integrated application must be 
modular in structure because it may perform only a small 
part of a total task that may span several structures. 

In general, but not always, the systems with the best chance 
of having a wide range of compatible integrated applica­
tions are those where the PC vendor itself has provided 
proper technical facilities for mainframe communications. 
Software vendors, given a consistent and preferred hard­
ware environment, tend to build to it. The IBM PC is a 
good example; IBM's own host communications support is 
the preferred attachment method for many of the PC's 
third-party integrated application software. Vendors also 
get together and make agreements for complementary 
packages. 

Data validation and control in an integrated environment 
may be totally within the package's capability, making data 
handling at the PC as safe as or safer than the same process 
at a mainframe terminal. The potential for this level of val­
idation exists with integrated packages, but the promise 
may not be realized in practice. As the level of integration 
decreases, from the ideal tight coupling shown in Figure 2 
to the looser structure shown in Figure 3, so does the capa­
bility of the application to manage the data flow and to 
ensure that proper validation rules are applied at each up­
date. 

One area of concern is the ability to perform local data ma­
nipulations on data resident in the PC, either as a normal 
practice for loosely integrated applications or in tightly in­
tegrated applications when the communications link is 
down. This may be a useful feature from the standpoint of 
immediate production requirements, but its availability 
opens the door to divergence of the local and central data­
bases. Tightly integrated applications that provide almost 
transparent host access and full distribution of files and 
computer resources are likely to be restricted to a single 
application, but they offer the highest level of control over 
the information resources of the company. Loose structures 
may be applied to more PC and mainframe software so the 
processing flexibility provided is high, but the potential for 
data corruption through poor control on the PC is signifi­
cantly greater. V sers must evaluate the benefit of wide ap­
plication flexibility against the potential loss of control. 

OPERATIONAL ISSUES IN PC-TO-MAINFRAME 
LINKS 

User Interface 

The user interface, which comprises the instructions and 
procedures that a user is expected to understand in order to 
use a piece of software, is notorious for its lack of standard­
ization in the PC world. As mentioned before, vendors 
have at least attempted to make these various interfaces 
"user friendly," usually by means of menu-driven interac­
tions. 

A PC acting as a mainframe terminal, however, is normally 
governed by logic that emulates the functioning of the ter­
minal's less friendly user interface, as well as its technical 
characteristics. This may involve more than one set of op­
erating rules that have to be memorized, if there are no 
menus or props as guides, and each set of rules can differ if 
more than one application or more than one mainframe is 
accessed. 

DATA INTEGRITY 

First-generation PCs are single-user systems and can func-
tion quite readily with simple file handling and security 
procedures. This simplicity is part of the reason for their 
cost-effectiveness. When two or more users of separate free­
standing systems want to work on the same file, or if mul- 1:>

1:> tiple copies of the same file are to be distributed around a 
network, there can be significant difficulties in maintaining 
file integrity. 

Local Data Integrity Problems 

User departments and workgroups normally lack the DP 
department's editing and control expertise. Therefore, they 
may be unaware of the proper procedures to ensure data 
reliability and consistency. Their primary orientation is to­
ward the end-user task, not toward data processing tech­
niques. It may be perfectly obvious to local department 
supervisors that an expense report date cannot be in the 
future, but it may not occur to them to incorporate the nec­
essary coding into the programs to properly handle this 
data in the file. As a result, reports that display expense data 
in current-month form may fail to show the item at all, and 
such an item is very likely to be in the wrong place when it 
eventually does appear. 

Lack of a properly organized central collection point for 
data that is used by a number of different freestanding sys­
tems results in multiple "versions" of information in the 
PC files of several departments, or even in several systems 
in the same department. This is no problem with what-if or 
other isolated applications, but it causes complications if a 
merged update is needed. For example, this can be disas­
trous if attempts are made to collect and use the informa­
tion to update mainframe files at a later date. 

PC Links and Mainframe Data Integrity 

At first it would seem that linking PCs to the mainframe (or 
to a departmental system) would solve this problem, since 
all the PCs would be working on centralized files as if they 
were the mainframe's own terminals. However, since PCs 
are distributed systems and are rarely scheduled and con-
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trolled in the same way that the mainframe's own terminals 
are, they do not end up working the same way. In fact, the 
most significant problems in the use of terminal emulators 
may be in the area of data control, at least in the beginning. 

When a PC is used to capture a segment of a mainframe 
database and move it to local storage, that data becomes 
subject to manipulation outside the application framework 
which was intended to validate it. In many cases, the move­
ment of data to a PC, its editing, and its return to the host 
will bypass host editing or validation functions. Even if the 
data is sent to the PC by an application program and re­
turned by that same program, there is a good chance that 
some of the changes made while the data was "remote" will 
not be fully edited on its return. The host database is thus 
gradually polluted with questionable information. 

The problem is magnified if several PCs are allowed access 
to the same information. A major insurance company had 
an application where file segments were sent to PCs via a 
batch terminal emulator and processed locally. There was 
no protection against several PC users concurrently calling 
for the same file segment, and when the data was returned 
to the file later, each user's version was written over the 
previous version. Consequently, only the last user's 
changes to the original file were reflected, and all the other 
changes were lost. 

Data Integrity in Distributed Databases 

Ideally, corporations would like PCs and data center equip­
ment to relate to each other in a way that would make the 
exact location of the data and the processing power being 
harnessed for any particular user task to be transparent to 
the user. This implies distributed databases, distribution of 
function, and cataloging of where everything is. The key 
element, the catalog, is envisioned as existing on all proces-
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J:> sors in the network in some schemes, and only on some 
processors (departmental systems, mainframes) in other 
schemes. Either method might be workable on small net­
works, but current catalog types would grow to an unman­
ageable size on large networks, resulting in performance 
problems and enormous overhead. 

Data integrity problems can be very complex when data­
bases are distributed around different parts of a network, 
especially when transactions require that data be trans­
ferred among several computers. Integrity is another reason 
for the slow development of this type of fledgling database. 
A commonly cited example of a potential data integrity 
problem is a user with bank accounts in several cities. Hel 
she might want to use a terminal in Philadelphia to transfer 
funds from a Boston account to a New York account and 
then authorize multiple payments from the New York ac­
count. A data integrity problem would develop if the net­
worked system debited the Boston account but failed to 
credit the New York account. The situation would then be 
further complicated by the second level of transactions, 
which might appear to be against insufficient funds. 

Reducing the Risks 

There are some steps that can be taken to reduce the risk of 
corrupting data center files through the use of PCs emulat­
ing terminals. 

• Limit "out of data center" updates. If PC copies of files 
are used only for read access, there is no danger of poor 
edit control producing bad data. 

• Require that update applications be reviewed by the data 
processing organization to certify that the data quality as­
surance measures taken by the data center system are also 
applied at the PC. 

• Provide a "staging" area where PC files that have been 
updated are returned for review and validation, prior to 
being accepted into the main database. 

• Initiate a form of access control on data that can be 
loaded into PCs to prevent multiple users from request­
ing the same data elements at the same time. 

A PC-to-host link complicates mainframe data integrity 
problems, but it is also a very practical answer to local data 
integrity and consistency problems and addresses the need 
for corporate information access, management, and con­
trol; the link does not function properly unless such consid­
erations are addressed and resolved. 

THE ACQUISITION PROCESS 

As stated earlier, some of the major difficulties in imple­
menting a PC-to-mainframe link are that it involves exper­
tise from several areas, overlaps responsibilities from 
several managers, and implies changes in the corporate 

data flow. For these reasons, it is almost mandatory for 
such a link to be designed by a committee. Despite the wis­
dom embodied in the adage about a camel being a horse 
designed by a committee, in this case it is more likely that 
without a committee the horse will end up with humps on 
its back and sand up its nose. If a committee is unworkable 
for any reason, it is still mandatory to somehow get the data 
center management involved, regardless of how elementary 
the connection is going to be. They should provide the in­
formation on the current data center configuration, hard­
ware, software support, application programs, and data 
security measures. 

It is a good idea to evaluate an application in terms of both 
terminal emulation and integrated application. One way to 
do this is to "walk through" the interactions associated 
with the application to get an idea of what the PC user will 
experience. Potential users will most likely need the input 
of the data center professionals to help with the way in 
which the terminal emulator will interact with the data cen­
ter equipment. It is beneficial to do three walkthroughs: one 
for interactive terminal emulation, one for batch terminal 
emulation, and one for integrated applications. The pur­
pose here is not to try and get too specific to any package, 
but to see whether the general interaction is acceptable to 
both the PC users and the data center. 

Cost Justifying an Acquisition 

I t is increasingly apparent that most corporations with rea­
sonably large networks must eventually address the issues 
of integration and standardization if PCs are to be properly 
used. The potential offered by widespread data exchange 
between the small computers and the data center in terms 
of productivity must be balanced against the possible ef­
fects of such an exchange on the quality of the corporate 
information base (a resource that is increasingly recognized 
as one ofthe principal assets of any business). 

Cost justification of communicating PCs can be a single­
step process, where both the PC and its communications 
features are being considered as a single package for an ap­
plication that requires communications. Because of the size 
of the current installed base, however, it is more common 
for communications to be added to an existing system as 
the second step in a two-step procurement process. 

Most PCs used in businesses today were originally installed 
to support applications that had nothing to do with main­
frame communications. Today's business environment is 
increasingly dependent on the productivity ofits high-level 
professional, technical, and managerial personnel. While 
automation in support of these individuals is not a recent 
development, the advent of pes made it possible to pro­
vide technical people, middle and upper management, pro­
fessionals, and other key people with a level of 
computational power equivalent to an entire data center of 
20 years ago, right on their desks. This power, used in sup­
port of planning and operational decisions, can reduce 
costs, increase profits, and free decision makers to concen-
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J:> trate on other projects in support of corporate goals. The 
explosive growth of PC usage by various levels of key cor­
porate personnel can be attributed to these advantages. 
Even more important in many markets is the greatly im­
proved speed with which data can be amassed and reduced 
to a usable form. 

In some types of applications, studies have shown that 
there is an inexplicable leap in user productivity when a 
system can provide sub second terminal response time. The 
gains are more than those accounted for by the increase in 
machine speed and have led to conjectures about the nature 
of attention, memory, and mental functioning in creative 
design tasks. Subsecond response time is more commonly 
obtained from dedicated PCs or from terminals attached to 
local computers than from terminals attached to main­
frames. These increases and decreases in productivity 
should also be factored into cost comparisons for some ap­
plications. 

Thus, the justification for obtaining PCs for high-level 
management is rarely based on simple cost savings at a lo­
cal site or relevant to a particular application. This is not a 
serious problem because there are not as many PCs in­
volved with high-level managers as there are with middle 
management, data entry, programming, and other jobs that 
require frequent use of the Pc. 

As PC use travels down the corporate hierarchy, costjusti­
fication is more and more important, because the numbers 
involved are so much greater. Justification for the PC is 
likely to be expressed in two basic ways. The PC will be 
automating a particular, relatively controlled set of applica­
tions (sometimes called the mainframe's "hidden" back­
log) that were previously done manually and were unlikely 
to ever have been done on the mainframe. Or the PC will 
automate a needed function that would normally have been 
done on the mainframe, but is assumed by the PC instead. 
Usually the former is cost justified in terms of local needs 
and manual processing costs, while the latter is cost justi­
fied in terms of a comparison of equipment processing and 
operating costs. 

Depending on the flexibility of the terminal, the PC config­
uration being compared, and the manufacturer, PCs based 
on current microprocessor technologies can be comparable 
to, or even less expensive than, traditional dumb terminals 
for data center mainframe applications. This is a constantly 
shifting relationship due to the etIect of price wars in both 
segments of the marketplace. It is especially true ofapplica­
tions that could be shifted entirely to the PC. When the 
costs of communicating with and processing on the main­
frame are calculated into the price of the dumb terminal, 
there is no question that the cost of mainframe processing 
is considerably greater than performing the same task on a 
Pc. The trade-otIs are not nearly so clear cut when the ter­
minals are attached to a local departmental mini or super­
mini, however, because these systems tend to be terminal 
oriented and cost effective. 

Cost justification of communications equipment can bring 
into play the same range of factors as the justification for 
the original PCs, but since the local financial outlay for add­
ing communications boards and supporting software is less 
than the cost of the original system, the hidden financial 
implications of the addition are more likely to be over­
looked. The "Pandora's box" effect of linking PCs and 
mainframes without sufficient controls has already been in­
timated by the discussion of data integrity. The cost of 
those controls is highly dependent on the application. One 
new user of LANs stated that the first year's increase in 
local management costs was three times that of the cost of 
the LAN hardware itself; certainly numbers like these 
would be likely for new cooperative processing applications 
where data integrity disciplines need to be established 
where there were none before. 

A few basic questions will highlight some of the cost issues. 
First, what are the costs for the mainframe, how will they be 
levied, and how are they offset? Second, what are the hid­
den costs in types of information management needs that 
were not previously needed at the remote site? Third, what 
are the hidden costs in management at the mainframe site? 

LIMITATIONS OF JUSTIFICATION BY COST ALONE 

The clarity of locally defined price/performance benefits 
over previously existing solutions and the "free" power in­
crease can be a deceptive cloud covering the more slippery 
issues of great importance to the competitive/financial per­
formance of the company as a whole. One price for the pro­
ductivity gains of pes is often paid in the area of 
information resource management. A corporation's operat­
ing information base is itself a significant asset, and man­
agement information systems rely on proper maintenance 
ofthe basic operating data to provide summaries of current 
activities and to project future trends. Freestanding PCs 
can "shortstop" vital information before it reaches the data 
center, making it unavailable to corporate MIS, upper man­
agement, or other areas of the organization that need it to 
operate more competitively. 

On the other hand, local managers frequently find that lo­
calizing computer power provides them with greater poten­
tial to make their own operations more efficient, because 
there is less need to conform to standards that reflect irrel­
evant applications. Furthermore, they have more power 
over what is processed and the time frame in which it is 
processed; they can thus fine-tune their own operations bet­
ter and avoid irritating delays that they were previously 
powerless to resolve. 

Here the question of the relationship of the parts to the 
whole becomes tricky. A department may maintain its own 
budget more efficiently on a local PC, but is that gain in 
efficiency worth the loss of the information to the business 
as a whole? A PC that is linked to a mainframe so that key 
operations are performed cooperatively usually implies 
mainframe access to the PC data, at least to some extent. 
This is a key argument that should not be lost when consid-

J::> ering price and the probable negative impact of improperly 
controlled PCs on mainframe data integrity. 

A CHECKLIST OF CONCERNS 

As management meets to plan for new PC-to-mainframe 
links, it is helpful to compile a checklist of questions from 
several different points of view to make sure that nothing 
important has been overlooked. The following issues pro­
vide a springboard for expanded checklists, which should 
be tailored to the company's individual situation. 

Basic Choices 

A user faced with linking PCs to the data center is con­
fronted by choices in several areas: 

• Operating strategy. The PC can emulate a terminal to an 
existing application on the mainframe, with or without 
support for direct transfer of files. It can also link with the 
mainframe in a joint application supported by custom 
software in both places. 

• Mode of attachment. The PC can connect directly via 
data cables (usually an RS-232-C interface), through a 
modem, via coaxial cable to a cluster controller, over a 
local area network, directly to the computer bus, or in 
other mutually supportable ways. 

• Product source. The equipment and software needed can 
be acquired from a single source or mUltiple sources, and 
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those sources can be computer vendors, modem vendors, 
third-party hardware or software suppliers, or system in­
tegrators. 

• Information management and control. Figure 4 shows 
some of the forms of PC data interaction that can take 
place and the impact on data center files. 

Terminal Emulation 

Questions important to consider when selecting any termi­
nal emulator are as follows: 

• Does the product emulate a terminal type and protocol 
that are already supported at the data center or that can be 
supported easily? 

• Will the method of attaching the product to the data cen­
ter equipment be satisfactory, given the location of the 
systems and the types of wiring, etc. which are available? 

• Is the product compatible with any special hardware or 
software that is already in use on the system? 

• Is the product's mode of operation suitable for the current 
PC operator's level and for the type of work which it is 
expected to do? 

• Are the operating procedures so different from those as­
sociated with the PC's local operation that they will be 
difficult to complete properly? J::> 
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Network Software Associates' AdaptSNA Gateway, a purely 
software product, is designed for IBM Token-Ring LANs. The 
gateway enables LAN-attached pes and PS/2s to communicate 
using SNA protocols. 

t> • Can the combined environment created by the product 
between the PC and the host be controlled from the view­
point of access security, data integrity, and information 
resource management? 

• How much memory does the communications board re­
quire? The more complex the operation, the greater the 
amount of memory needed. On first-generation IBM 
PCs, with their 640K-byte memory ceiling, packages re­
quiring 150K bytes are more likely to prevent a large ap­
plication from running than one requiring 80K bytes. 
This problem will be resolved with OS/2 and the new 
PS/2 systems, but we are talking here about millions of 
existing PCs. 

Integrated Applications 

Evaluating an integrated application can be approached in 
phases. 

• During the first phase, the user identifies "target 
applications" for such systems and indicates the host and 
PC software (if any) which are already in place in the ap­
plication areas. 

• The second phase requires the construction of an "ideal 
access" scenario, where the system's operation is de­
scribed as the user would like to see it work. These phases 
provide the user with an idea of the current environment 
for the task, the investment in it, and the way in which the 
task should operate (economic constraints aside). 

• The third phase of evaluation is the actual investigation 
of integrated application alternatives. These alternatives 

may be identified based on competitive survey publica­
tions, advertising, or contact with software vendors. 

Technical communications support selection with inte­
grated application software is usually a matter of following 
the supplier's requirements. Most of these packages will not 
support wide varieties of communications protocols, mo­
dems, or custom interface boards, so selection of hardware 
in advance of selecting the integrated package could create 
a problem. There is also a danger that two separate inte­
grated applications may require different hardware sup­
port. Users would be advised to prioritize their needs for 
such software and watch for incompatibilities in supporting 
hardware. 

If Several Products Fill the Bill 

If several products are generally available that meet the 
needs of the targeted applications, the following guidelines 
may help narrow the choice: 

• Select products that pack several facilities onto one 
board, to conserve slot space inside the system unit and 
avoid the need to add an external box for more slots later. 
Some vendors supply both asynchronous and synchro­
nous communications on the same board, for example. 

• Select products that enhance the capabilities of the device 
emulated without requiring host support for those en­
hancements. Integral printing support for terminals that 
cannot normally drive a satellite printer is one example. 

• Select communications products with an interface to an 
external modem over one with similar features but using 
an integral modem. Modem technology is changing very 
rapidly. Furthermore, the modularity gained allows both 
the PC and the modem to be swapped around as work­
group needs change. 

• Always remember that your PC users will want to grow in 
unexpected directions and are not likely to remain at the 
level of the target applications. If the PC vendor supplies 
a package that meets your needs and your price require­
ments, give it preference over comparable products from 
third parties. The chances of the vendor's own product 
tracking future changes in the PC line are better than 
those of a third-party product. 

• Avoid products that rely on the combination of third­
party software from one vendor and hardware from an.;. 
other third-party vendor. How many support people do 
you really want to talk to? 

• If a product contains an interface board that plugs into 
the PC directly, buy from a company that supplies many 
types of such boards over one that supplies only the board 
used in the product. Broad familiarity with the PC's bus 
architecture will translate into fewer compatibility prob­
lems with other board-level products. 
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t:> • Check warranties. There can be some surprising differ­
ences. 

Security, Data Integrity, and Management 

Provision of a PC-to-mainframe connection affects secu­
rity in a number of ways. Most host access techniques use 
terminal emulation, and this allows the user to take advan­
tage of such standard host security as password protection 
and usage logs. Any security provisions that are used with 
terminal access may be used with microcomputer access, 
provided that only terminal emulation is permitted. Pack­
ages that allow unhindered uploading from the microcom­
puter to any host files will, of course, create genuine 
hazards, but this is a terminal control problem. The real 
threats lie in the dramatic proliferation of microcomputers. 
Terminal proliferation becomes a security problem in situ­
ations where limiting physical access to terminals has 
played a part in the security system. This situation is not 
too common, but it does happen. The cure is to provide 
adequate security through logons and passwords, thus plac­
ing security at the individual level rather than at the termi­
nal. 

Local PC storage presents a more serious problem. Highly 
confidential material, such as salary information, new 
product descriptions, and customer files, may be down­
loaded by authorized personnel. This information can later 
be tapped by unauthorized users if it is stored on disk. 
Disks may be stolen or copied, or the user may fail to end 
the local application, leaving part of the file resident in 
RAM. The only solution to this problem is adequate phys­
ical security for the PC or microcomputer, with a provision 
for secure storage of disks. Because this form of security is 
not at the host level and is not easily implemented in soft­
ware, many organizations overlooked this area. With the 
PC-to-mainframe connection, the risk of PC vulnerability 
is magnified. 

The use of PCs, and their growing familiarity within orga­
nizations, also poses a problem that is independent of the 
PC-to-host connection. Increased computer literacy leads, 
inevitably, to increased vulnerability of data processing 
centers. As more people know more about how to enter a 
system, the potential for abuse increases. Connections es­
tablished through telecommunications must be carefully 
guarded, and any nonterminal connection should be exam­
ined to ensure that adequate security measures are af­
forded. 

For evaluating the data integrity, security, and information 
resource management implications of the PC link, the fol­
lowing questions may prove helpful: 

• Are requests for data made from the PC subject to satis­
factory levels of access control, such as password control? 
PC access controls should be at least as strong as those 
controlling terminal access. 

• Can similar control be provided at the PC for operator 
access to data once the data is downloaded? It is pointless 
to protect data in the data center and leave it available to 
all once it is loaded onto a Pc. 

• Is it possible for several copies of the data to be outstand­
ing in different PCs at the same time? Can this be con­
trolled in any way at the host end? Multiple copies of the 
same file are invitations to information corruption. If you 
cannot prevent a file from being accessed by several users 
at once, it may be better to require that the file remain in 
the data center and be accessed only for use and not for 
storage at the Pc. 

• Can the return of data to the mainframe result in the loss 
of any update controls? This may arise from a lack of 
control over the update process or from the inability to 
provide all the transaction editing at the PC due to lack of 
other key data files. In any case, a relaxation of the vali­
dation rules may result in a lowering of data quality stan­
dards, and this should be specifically understood and 
approved by management. 

• How long will information be "out of file" -resident in a 
newer version on the PC-than in the main database? 
Long intervals when the data center does not have cur­
rent data are highly undesirable, so if data is to be held on 
the PC for more than a day or so, the application should 
be reviewed. The data center should check the possible 
impact of "out-of-file" data on key reports that are run 
periodically for corporate management or external distri­
bution; conflicts may indicate that PC production sched­
ules will need adjustment for the period near the report 
cycle. 

• How is the impact of new PC users on the mainframe to 
be controlled and budgeted? If, as PC users are added, 
overall system response time suddenly goes down, how 
can the data center locate problem areas? How are prob­
lems to be controlled? Is time on the mainframe charged 
to the local department? 

• Who is responsible for what and to whom? If PC access to 
mainframe files does result in problems with data integ­
rity, security, mainframe performance, etc., who is the 
person at the remote site responsible for remedying 
them? Does the reporting structure make it likely that he 
or she will favor local interests over central mainframe 
interests? Does that person have enough time to study 
problems and come up with solutions and enough power 
to enforce those solutions, which could involve restric­
tions on local users in middle and upper management? 

COMPARISON COLUMNS 

The comparison columns that follow the vendor list sum­
marize the characteristics of 301 commercially available 
PC-to-host products from 94 vendors. The products all al-
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t> low PCs to communicate with a host mainframe or mini­
computer. The information contained in these columns 
was supplied by the vendors. 

Datapro sent requests for information to about 150 North 
American vendors known or believed to be in the PC-to­
host link business. The absence of any vendor from this re­
port means that the company failed to respond to repeated 
requests for product information or has discontinued mar­
keting PC-to-host links. 

There are many types of products currently marketed as 
PC-to-host links. Datapro has tried to be as flexible as pos­
sible when including products in the comparison column 
section of this report. Some products do not correspond 
well to the specifications listed in the columns, however. 
We (and the respective vendors) have tried to fit these 
products into the Datapro comparison column format so as 
to provide the reader with the most useful information pos­
sible. For additional product information or to clarify an 
entry in a column, we urge the reader to contact the appro­
priate vendor. 

The column entries and their definitions are explained in 
the following paragraphs. 

PRODUCT FUNCTION 

This entry lists the product's function. Many products per­
form several of the functions listed. Choices include local 
terminal emulation, remote terminal emulation, network 
gateway, standalone protocol converter, host-application­
specific link, and non-host-application-specific link. Some 
vendors wrote in the product function if the entries listed 
did not properly categorize what the product does. 

USERS SUPPORTED 

PC-to-host products will support single users or multiple 
users. If multiple users are supported, vendors were given 
the opportunity to write in the number supported. 

COMPONENTS 

PC-to-host products can contain different components, in­
cluding PC software, PC hardware, standalone hardware, 
host software, and host hardware. The components for each 
product are listed. 

COpy PROTECTED 

Vendors indicated whether their software is copy protected. 

MICROCOMPUTERS SUPPORTED 

This entry indicates the microcomputer systems with 
which the product is compatible, including IBM PC/XT / 
AT, IBM PS/2 Micro Channel Architecture (MCA), IBM 
PS/2 Non-Micro Channel Architecture (Non-MCA), and 
Apple Macintosh. Vendors have also indicated any addi­
tional PCs that their products support. 

MICROCOMPUTER OPERATING SYSTEMS 
SUPPORTED 

This section lists the PC operating environments that the 
product supports, including Apple ProDOS, Apple Macin- t> 
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.J> tosh Finder, CP/M-80/86, OS/2, MS-/PC-DOS, UNIX, 
and Xenix. Vendors have also written in additional operat­
ing systems supported. 

LOCAL AREA NETWORK SUPPORT 

For this entry, vendors indicated which LANs their prod­
ucts support. Choices we included are ARCNet, Ethernet, 
Token-Ring, AppleTalk, and Starlan. Many vendors also 
wrote in that their products are compatible with NETBIOS 
LANs. No answer is indicated by "Vendor did not specify." 

MINIMUM MEMORY REQUIRED 

Vendors were asked to indicate, in kilobytes, the minimum 
RAM memory required for the proper function of their 
products. Some vendors also wrote in the recommended 
memory. 

HOST INTERFACE 

Systems Supported. Most of the products included in the 
columns are for use with IBM mainframes, e.g., the 43XX 
or 30XX Series. In addition, some products are designed to 
operate with IBM System/36/38, IBM AS/400, Data Gen­
eral Systems, Digital VAX or DECsystems, Honeywell Bull 
Systems, Hewlett-Packard (HP) Systems, U nisys, or Sys­
tems based on UNIX. Vendors have also listed other host 
systems with which their products can run. 

Software Environment. Vendors indicated the host operat­
ing system environment that supports the PC-to-host link 
listed. Possible choices are IBM DOS, OS/VS, MS, VM, 
TSO, CMS, IMS, CICS, SSP, OS/400; Digital VAX/VMS; 
Data General (DG) AOS; Honeywell Bull GCOS; UNIX 
System V; and Berkeley 4.X BSD. Vendors have also listed 
other host operating systems supported. 

Protocols. The communications protocols used to control 
the link are listed. Protocols include BSC (bisync), SNA, 
HDLC, SDLC, HASP, and TCP/IP. Vendors have also in­
dicated if any other protocols apply. 

Applications Supported. This section lists the host applica­
tions that the PC link is designed to support, for example, 
virtual drives on the host and access to host-resident appli­
cations. 

EMULATION 

Terminals/Controllers Emulated. This section lists the 
types of terminals the product emulates, including TTY; 
IBM 327X/317X DFT, 327X/317X CUT, and 5250 and 
2780/3780 Series; Data General; Hewlett-Packard; Digital 

. VT52/100 and VT200 and VT300 Series; and Unisys. 

Terminal Functions Supported. Vendors checked offwhich 
of the following terminal function features their products 

support: color display, graphics display, function keys, 
character attributes, windowing, user-defined keyboard 
mapping, host printer emulation, and print to disk. 

Number of Concurrent Sessions. This category details the 
number of concurrent sessions that the product supports. 

DOS Access During Session. This section indicates if the 
product supports DOS access during a host session. 

File Transfer. The vendor indicated if the product is capa­
ble of transferring files. 

File Formats. This section indicates which file formats are 
supported: ASCII and/or binary. 

File Conversion. This entry indicates if the product sup­
ports file conversion. 

COMMUNICATIONS CHARACTERISTICS 

Physical Connection. The type of connection supported by 
the product-coaxial cable, twinaxial cable, RS-232-C ca­
ble, etc.-is listed. 

Transmission Mode. This category refers to the type of syn­
chronization of data transfer employed between the send­
ing and receiving device. Normally, data is sent in a serial­
bit, asynchronous mode or synchronous mode. 

Transmission Speed. This entry lists, in bits per second, the 
rates of data transmission that the package supports. 

Communications Features. Communications between the 
PC and host are made easier with features like dialing direc­
tories and support for auto dial/redial, auto answer, mac­
ros, and unattended execution. Vendors indicated which of 
these features their products support and have also written 
in additional features. 

USER INTERFACE 

Users often call a program "easy to use" or "difficult to 
work with" based on the type of user interface. Vendors 
have indicated which of the following features are sup­
ported to make the user interface friendlier: install pro­
gram, on-line Help facility, mouse support, command 
driven, on-line tutorial, graphics icons, menu driven, pop­
up windows, and diagnostics. 

PROGRAMMING FEATURES 

Programmability. Vendors indicated whether their prod­
ucts support script languages and unattended operation, 
which is commonly referred to as the programmability of a 
package. 

API Compatibility. The Applications Program Interface 
(API) allows PC programs to access the functions of the t:> 
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t> terminal emulation card without interrupting the applica­
tion. This entry lists the APls with which the product is 
compatible, including IBM API, DCA IRMA API, IBM 
LU6.2 API, and proprietary APIs. 

MICROCOMPUTER SECURITY 

Security is a critical issue when a PC user is permitted to 
access a corporate database. The entry and organization of 
data in any system involves"a tremendous effort, but this 
effort can be exerted in vain if there is not an appreciable 
level of data security. For this reason, it is desirable for a 
program to control access through a variety of schemes, in­
cluding the use of single or multilevel passwords, interface 
to host control software, file encryption, and transmission 
encryption. Vendors also indicated what other security 
measures their product supports. 

PRICING/AVAILABILITY 

Microcomputer Software/Hardware. Shown here, in dol­
lars, is the list price for products dealing with the PC side. If 
the product comprises both PC software and hardware, 
which can be purchased separately, we have indicated the 
price for each with (s) or (h) after the product. If the product 
is sold with the PC software and hardware bundled, we 
have indicated that price. Some products consist only of PC 
software or only of PC hardware. In that case, a single price 
is listed; readers should refer to the Components category to 
see what component the pricing is for. 

Standalone Hardware. Shown, in dollars, is the list price of 
the standalone hardware. 

Host Software/Hardware. Shown, in dollars, is the list 
price for products meant for the host side. If the product 
comprises both software and hardware, which can be pur­
chased separately, we have indicated the price for each with 
(s) or (h) after the product. If the product is sold with the 
host software and hardware bundled, we have indicated 
that price. Some products consist only of host software or 
only of host hardware. In that case, a single price is listed; 
readers should refer to the Components category to see what 
component the pricing is for. 

Date of First Delivery. This entry lists the date on which the 
vendor first commercially delivered the product. 

Number Installed to Date. Many vendors regard installed­
base information as proprietary. This entry lists, where 
available, the number of products currently installed. If the 
vendor did not answer, we have written, "Vendor did not 
specify. 

Warranty. Today, users are not only interested in function­
ality and pricing, but also in the servicing of the products. 
This entry lists the length of time the product is warranted. 

Distribution. This section describes the method of distribu­
tion that the vendor uses, including direct, through 
distributors/dealers/retail chains, mail order, OEMs, and 
VARs. 

COMMENTS 

This entry includes space for any features, functions, or 
products not covered by the entries above. 0 
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For your convenience in obtaining additional information, 
following is a complete list of names, addresses, and tele­
phone numbers of the vendors whose products are listed in 
the comparison columns that follow.
